A  Golden Opportunity 

 You may remember last month we mentioned that our church has been presented with a “Golden 
Opportunity” to buy the building we have rented and have renovated in the last seven years. The 

owner of the building, Emiliano, wants to sell it to us for a low price of 130,000 euros ($141,000), is asking 
for a downpayment of at least 30,000€, and will finance the balance himself interest free! Emiliano wants 
to finalize the sale at least by October or November. We have some funds on hand for the downpayment, 
but not enough. So last month we asked our faithful supporters for some financial assistance in raising the 
remaining funds. You can see by the chart below that we have received $5,100 (4.640€ - A heart-felt 
thank you to those who have already given!) Combined with funds we already had on hand we now have a 
total of around $18,100 (16,500€). So you can see that we are over half-way to our minimum goal of 
30,000 euros. However, it is in our long-term interest to give more of a downpayment so that we will have 
to pay fewer years on the principle. We would like to raise a total of 
$54,000 which means we have $36,000 left to arrive at our opti-
mum amount. Several churches have already informed us that they 
will be helping. We are grateful to whatever the Lord provides for 
our church.
